Quick Reference Guide
Superstar IKS receivers
Wired Connection

· Connect the Superstar to your internet router using a CAT5 cable
· Click on Menu, Internet

· Make sure DHCP is selected

· You should see an IP address such as 192.168.1.100 (or something similar).  If the IP address is all zeros, then turn the receiver off, check the connection, reboot the router, turn the receiver back on and check again.  You need to have a valid IP address from your router before you can proceed to scan channels and watch TV

· Click on menu, user setting and make sure Emulation is turned OFF.

· Set the LNBF setting in “Antenna setting”. Make sure to select the correct LNBF type (Standard/DCP)

· Search for the TV channels

· Watch TV

Wireless Connection

· Save yourself a lot of time by first making sure the receiver works in wired a setting as described above.
· Buy a wireless game adapter such as Linksys Wireless game adapter (between $44 and $69).  www.newegg.com has them for $69. Google it and find best price.
· Setup your wireless game adapter by connecting directly to your router and go through the setup that came on the wireless game adapter CD.
You may have to connect directly to the game adapter HTML screen and update the setup.  For Linksys wireless game adapter, open your Internet browser (IE) and enter this IP address in the Search window 192.168.1.250
If you are using wireless security, enter the security code and set it to the correct type such as “Open system”.  Also check the box that asks you if you wish to clone the MAC address
· Disconnect the wireless game adapter from router.

· Take the wireless game adapter next to your receiver and turn it on. Wait until you see the LED wireless light illuminate.

· Turn the receiver power OFF then connect the CAT5 cable from the wireless game adapter to your receiver.

· Turn your receiver ON

· Click on Menu, Internet and make sure you have an IP address. If not turn the receiver power off and back on.  If still no IP address, turn the Wireless game adapter power off then back on, then turn the receiver’s power off then back on.  In rare occasions, you may have to restart your internet router too.

· Watch TV

Whether you have wired or wireless connection to your internet, the receiver must have constant connection to the internet.   If the connection is broken, you will not see any picture.  To view if you lost your connection, turn the receiver off then back on and check the IP address in the (menu, internet) section.  If the IP address is all zeros, you have no connection to the internet.
